Public Transport
By Train

If arriving by train the easiest way to get to us is to take the tram from Station Street (signposted from the station. There are very friendly helpers on the station too). You need to get on the tram that takes you to the city – either the Phoenix Park or Hucknall tram. You will travel one stop to the Lace Market tram stop, then follow the directions below. 
By Tram
To get to us by tram you will need to get off at Lace Market tram stop. All trams go to this stop. 

You must purchase a ticket before you get on the tram. There are ticket machines on each platform, however these are not particularly accessible. You can scan a contactless debit/credit card on the bright green scanning machines at either end of the platform before boarding the tram. 

Once you have alighted, follow the road to the Sainsbury mini supermarket on the corner and turn right so that the Sainsbury entrance is on your right. Continue downhill until you come to a bit of a crossroads. There are two roads on your left. You need to take the second left (a shop called Ice Nine is on the corner). This is Heathcoat Street. My Sight Notts is situated about two thirds of the way down on the right.  

It is approximately a five-minute walk from the tram stop. 

By Bus
Nottingham City Transport buses drop off at different points in the city. Most are no more than a five-minute walk from our offices on Heathcoat Street. Please contact us and we can give you directions from your bus stop or come and meet you if needed. 

Trent Barton buses stop at various points in the city but mostly at the Victoria Bus Station. Again, please call us for directions or if you would like us to meet you.
